	Mixed Breeds In Need is partnering with a local organization "Zen Dog" currently administering their program "Break the Chain" in Suffolk County. The program is based on a bartering system that disseminates information to families as well as providing food and shelter to dogs in desperate need. President, Kathleen Gallina says, "We have seen very positive results over the past year with this community outreach program." Dog owners have been convinced to spay/neuter and stop breeding and selling puppies on street corners. Over time, this will lower the number of pit bulls entering the public shelter system.  During the month of July 2011, 8 dogs were spay/neutered with the help of Zen Dog and a volunteering veterinarian in Centereach.
